RULES ON UNDERLOADING OF CANDIDATES FOR GRADUATION WITH HONORS 
 
 
Students who are candidates for graduation with honors must take not less than 15 units of credit or the normal 
load prescribed in the curriculum in cases where such normal load is less than 15 units. However, a lighter load 
may be allowed for justifiable causes, such as health reasons, the unavailability of course(s) needed in the 
curriculum to complete the full load, there are no more courses to take based on the curriculum, or the fact that 
the candidate is a working student. 
 
To justify underloading, the submission of pertinent documents to the Office of the University Registrar through 
the Office of the College Secretary is required as follows: 
 

1. For health reasons: Medical certification that must be validated by the University Health Service 
2. For unavailability of course(s): Certification by the Program Adviser and a copy of the schedule of 

classes 
3. For employment: Copy of payroll or appointment papers indicating the duration of employment 

 
It is the responsibility of the student to establish the veracity of the cause(s) of underloading. It is required that 
documents submitted to establish the cause(s) of the light loading must be sworn to. These documents must be 
submitted during the semester of underloading.
